 Applicants must live in Placer County at the time of application. 

 Applicants must have a household income below 50% of the           

Area Median Income (AMI). 

 Applicants must agree to meet regularly with a case manager. 

 Applicants receiving rental assistance must have the rental unit meet 

specified inspection.
